Underlying  The underlying is the AtonRéa Sustainable Future (EUR) Strategy (Bloomberg: IMLNARSE Index) which provides you with variable exposure to
the performance of the sub-strategy and to the cash index. This variable exposure can range from 0% to 100%. The sub-strategy consists of a
basket of constituents which includes shares in the Sustainable Development sector listed on global exchanges and the cash index. The
allocator aims to achieve a positive return for the underlying over the medium to long term through adjusting the exposure to the sub-strategy
and adjusting the composition of, and exposure to, the shares within the sub-strategy. The allocator may also allocate to the cash index at the
underlying and sub-strategy level. To achieve this at the sub-strategy level, the allocator decides which constituents are included in the sub-
strategy contained within the underlying upon launch and may change the composition of the underlying from time to time, as well as the
exposure to the constituents. Any allocator selection must meet certain restrictions which may limit the eligible constituents and their
weightings in the underlying. Investors should satisfy themselves as to the ability of the allocator to achieve its aim. The allocator is paid a fee
of 1.30% per annum plus a performance fee of 15% per annum.
